o For peak performance, we recommend oiling shredder each fime waste bin is empfied. Only use a non-aerosol vegetable oil.
Machines not oiled may lose sheet capacity, become noisy, and ultimately, stop running.

o Though paper detection sensors are designed to be maintenance free, the sensors occasionally become blocked by paper dust, causing the motor to run even
if there is no paper present. Both sensors are located in the center of the paper entry.

o Self Cleaning Cycle: Shredder periodically cycles in forward and reverse lasting 3-6 seconds.

o Empty wastebasket when bin full indicator lights up.

o Shredder won't run if the door is open, or hin needs to be emptied.

o Maintenance is an important part of protecting your investment. Don't forget our oil (35250) and shredder bags (36054).

o When shredding for a prolonged period of time, the motor can become warm and require a cool down period. When this occurs the overheat indicator will alert you to the
problem, this model will require 45 minutes to cool down.
